Qualifying Courses – 6 Credits

Prerequisites For Admission to Honors Program

1. minimum of 3.0 overall G.P.A.
2. minimum 3.5 G.P.A. in any two of the following courses:
	(History 106, 107, 115, 116, 117)

Upper Division Requirements – 6 Credits

Upon admission to the Social Studies Honors Program after attaining 60 credits, the student must select, under advisement, two upper division social science courses to be designated as part of his/her 18 credit honors sequence.  (The two courses must be designated prior to the student’s enrolling in the courses).  For this category, the student may select any of the department’s upper division courses except “projects” and independent study.”

Seminar and Advanced Research Course – 6 Credits

All majors in the Social Studies Honors Program must take the following as part of the honors sequence:

1. A Social Science Seminar (Example: History 300 ([honors section])
2. “Honors Thesis” or “Individualized Directed Research Project” in a social science (Example: History 498)

To remain in good standing in the Honors Program, the student must:

1. maintain a minimum 3.0 G.P.A. overall 
2. maintain a minimum 3.4 G.P.A. in department courses
3. maintain a minimum 3.4 G.P.A. in the 18 credit honors sequence in the social sciences.
